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Info and Directions for Beaver Dam on Falls Lake (pay access)

Below is a list of items you will need to bring/wear as well as directions to the meeting point at Beaver Dam on Falls Lake.  Please refer to a map to determine how long it will take you to reach our meeting location from your departure point.  Please do not hesitate to call if you have any other questions.

 


What to Bring/Wear:
· quick dry clothing appropriate for expected temperatures

· wind breaker

· sturdy footwear that you do not mind getting dirty and wet

· sunblock

· sunglasses

· hat

· bug repellent

· 1 quart water (minimum) 

· change of clothes

· towel

· Frog Hollow will supply everything else

Again, please consult a map to estimate how long the drive will take you to reach the put-in from your departure point. 

Directions to Beaver Dam on Falls Lake from Chapel Hill & Durham
· Take 98 East from Durham (usually easiest to access from Highway 70, after the 85/70 split on the east side of Durham)

· Drive until reaching 50 and take Highway 50 north

· Drive, crossing over a section of the lake and soon you will come to an access road for Sandling Beach on your left and Beaver Dam on you right (this is a pay access site)

· Turn right into the Beaver Dam Access and follow the signs to Boat Ramp 

 

Directions to Beaver Dam on Falls Lake from Raleigh
· Take Highway 50 north out of Raleigh

· Follow 50 all the way to the Highway 98 intersection.

· Continue on 50 and you will soon drive over a section of Falls Lake.  Not long after this section of the lake you will come to an access road for Sandling Beach on your left and Beaver Dam on you right (this is a pay access site)

· Turn right into the Beaver Dam Access (do not confuse this with the “Highway 50 Boat Ramp”) and follow the signs to Boat Ramp

Cancellation Policy

· Cancellations within one week prior to a trip or class - Registrants will be refunded half of their total registration fee.

· Cancellations within 1 day prior to a trip or class date - Registrants will be charged in full.
