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Info and Directions for Beaver Dam on Falls Lake

Below is a list of items you will need to bring/wear as well as directions to the meeting point at Beaver Dam on Falls Lake.  Please refer to a map to determine how long it will take you to reach our meeting location from your departure point.  Our meeting location is a primitive access and therefore does not have a toilet, changing rooms, potable water, etc.  Please take care of things prior to arriving.  Please do not hesitate to call if you have any other questions.

 


What to Bring/Wear:
· quick dry clothing appropriate for expected temperatures

· wind breaker

· Teva style sandals or water shoes

· sunblock

· sunglasses

· hat

· bug repellent

· 1 quart water (minimum) 

· snack (optional)

· change of clothes

· towel

· Frog Hollow will supply everything else

Again, please consult a map to estimate how long the drive will take you to reach the put-in from your departure point. 

Directions to Beaver Dam on Falls Lake from Chapel Hill & Durham (primitive access)
· Take I-85 north from Durham 

· Cross over a section of Falls Lake and then take exit 186A for Highway 15 and Creedmoor

· Turn right off of exit ramp, drive 0.5 miles and turn right onto Will Suitt Rd. (this road sign has been known to disappear ;-)

· Follow Will Suitt Rd for 1.2 miles.  Over this distance it will turn into Boyce Rd (this is easy to miss but is only important to keep in mind when driving home)

· Turn left onto Old Weaver Trail and drive for 5.1 miles (cross Hwy 50/Creedmoor Hwy, cross over a section of Falls Lake, and pass Beaver Dam Road on your left along the way)

· After 5.1 miles make a sharp right turn onto a very bumpy dirt road.  Follow this road a hundred yards to the water.  You should then see a Frog Hollow vehicle and kayaks parked here.  The GPS coordinates at the top of this page mark the turn off of Old Weaver Trail onto this dirt road.

 

Directions to Beaver Dam on Falls Lake from Raleigh (primitive access)
· Take Highway 50 North out of Raleigh 

· At the Highway 50 and Highway 98 Intersection drive for 9.2 more miles until reaching Old Weaver Trail 

· Turn right onto Old Weaver Trail and drive for 2.4 miles (cross over a section of Falls Lake, and pass Beaver Dam Road on your left along the way)

· After 2.4 miles make a sharp right turn onto a very bumpy dirt road.  Follow this road a hundred yards to the water.  You should then see a Frog Hollow vehicle and kayaks parked here.  The GPS coordinates at the top of this page mark the turn off of Old Weaver Trail onto this dirt road.

Cancellation Policy

· Cancellations within one week prior to a trip or class - Registrants will be refunded half of their total registration fee.

· Cancellations within 1 day prior to a trip or class date - Registrants will be charged in full.
